Impose and colleet fines for allow-
ing hydrants to remain open.

To employ an expert plumber to in--
spect all homes,

Not to sprinkle the streets with
water taken from the mains. .

To discontinue to supply water to
those outside of the corporation.

That all manufacturing establish--
ments be restricted as to the quantity
of water that they use.

That no persen shall have a contin-
uous stream of water flowing at any
time. . :

This petition had been handed to
the Water Committee and was sup-
poscd to have been acted and report-
ed upon for this meeting. However,
the report was not completed, there-
fore, no official report was made. My,
Lincoln (A, T), who spoke- for the
committee that visited the town spring
and inspected th main leading from
the spring said that the town spring
was in a rather unsanitary condition,
cattle of various kinds had access to
the hillside adjacent to ithe spring.
Also that people were in the habit of
carousing and drinking about the
property. It was ordered that a high
fence be built around the spring to
keep out the above named parties.
