DRIAINING THE SWAMP.

How te Ml pelaim Land Especially Adapted
') to Uraning.

Swamp lands vary greatly in the cost
of drainpge, some being very easily
druined, 'merely requiring a good out-
let, and cjrains to catch the water that
comes do'wn on them from the surround-
ing upland, while others having a hard
and impervious subsoil near the sur-
face, require frequent drains over the
entire surfece. Springy swemps arv
usually the most difficult to drain well,
a8 it Is neoessary to so cut the ditches
gza to tap the steeazas of water before
it reaches the surface, and this requires
much skill and experience. The na-
ture of the vegetation growing in a
swamp will have considerable influence
on the cost of reclumation, Many
swamps sre ditched and then left with-
out any further attempt at rendering
them productive, the owners suppos-
ing that they being rid of their surplus
water will, like new-cleered upland,
roon produce good pasture without seed-
ing. This is & mistake; the old marsh
vegetation is firmly rooted, and though
the droined land is not well suited to
fts growth, it hangs on and is replaced
very slowly or not at all by better food.
Now, if we have to spend any money at
all on these lands, the only way to get
it back is to keep working on them till
they will grow goosd crops of some kind.
Cut off the brush and break np the wild
graas god, nnd get some good tame
grasses growing. The most of sur
swomp lands, when properly ditched
and cleared, are especially adapted to
grazing and the preduction of hay, and
for this reason are usually more profita-
ble when owned und farmed in con-
nection with andjoining upland; this is
eapecially the case where mixed farm-
ing is followed. Again, the closer and
more compnet a8 farm is, the cheaper it
can be worked. In ether words, it
